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My Bachelor Paper focuses on corruption in the state administration. Corruption is a dangerous phenomenon that the public feels strongly about and perceives negatively.  The objective of my Paper is not only to explain corruption as a concept, but also to identify the determinants of corrupt behavior on the part of civil servants.  The basic characteristics of a corrupt environment are presented and the reader is familiarized with the problems of dealing with this phenomenon on state administration level under the conditions of corrupt climate.  Furthermore, the Paper concentrates on the problems arising from disclosure of criminal activities and subsequent prosecution thereof in accordance with the relevant Czech legislation. 

An important part of the Paper consists of research based on a public poll about corruption from various perspectives, overviews of public opinion about corruption, crime statistics, and subsequent analysis thereof.  The underlying fact that corruption is a severe problem of the society is evident in the entire Paper, which includes an outline of possible solutions to this highly disturbing phenomenon. 
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
