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The thesis deals with increasing the quality of care provided in surgery rooms. The prevention and control of nosocomial infections is integrated into the overall hospital program for the quality and safety of the patient.  Activities in surgery rooms require an aseptic manner of working as well as personal and hygienically aware behavior of all people who enter and move around in surgery rooms. The hands of the healthcare personnel play a significant role here in bringing in and transferring nosocomial bacterial stems. 
The practical part contains a survey of surgery rooms. Controls were carried out with regard to the adherence of the fundamentals of washing and hygienic disinfection of the hands, with a focus on determining the bacterial contamination of the hands after entering the surgery wing, which requires passing through a hygienic filter. Here, the washing of hands and the hygienic disinfection of the hands should be carried out, before putting on surgery pants and shirt. An anonymous audit was concerned with the theoretical knowledge of the healthcare personnel with regard to the washing and hygienic disinfection of the hands.  
By cultivation of the bacteriological imprints and their evaluation, it was found that there is a significant difference in the amount of accrued colonies among the personnel that failed to perform the hygienic disinfection of the hands in the entry filter, or among those who failed to perform it properly, as compared to those who did perform this procedure properly. 
An anonymous audit confirmed the theoretical knowledge of the healthcare personnel with regard to the washing and hygienic disinfection of the hands.
