Equal to many other reserve regions in the Czech Republic, the protected region of Blansky Forest offers many opportunities for tourism and leisure. Problems may appear if tourism is not co-ordinated in accordance with nature conservation and any negative impact on the area is not monitored. After a brief introduction dedicated to global protection of the environment, the dissertation focuses on regional nature reserves in the Czech Republic. The next part of the task was to monitor the relationship between tourism/leisure and the nature reserve. Thereafter the dissertation focuses on the nature reserve of Blansky Forest. In the practical part of the dissertation a questionnaire was introduced, which monitored the composition of tourists and visitors coming to Blansky Forest. Subsequently individual representatives of villages in the area were approached. The result of the inquiry showed that the number of tourists visiting Blansky Forest increased lately.
