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An essay confrontates and analyses the state of the legislation and it´s introduction to the practice in the sphere of rights of laboratory animals in a frame of Czech republic, Germany and European Union. I´ve analysed Germany because of the opinion about it´s legislature in sphere of protection of animals. It sais that this legislature is the best one. Other reason is that Germany is the only one country which has a protection of animals implied in it´s Constitution. I´ve picked Czech republic, because it´s the most familiar country to me, of course, but also for it´s recent political history, whose after-effects has been getting over up to the present day. Because of this Czech republic is still falling behind slightly in a quality of it´s legislature and in consciousness of needs of the others. I´ve desribed differences between german and czech legislature in one chapter. For better lucidity and orientation in the theme I´ve also described the european legislature. It´s future aim is to harmonize legislatures of it´s individual member countries also in this sphere. The public of individual states is still trying to reduce experiments on animals to those which are necessary and irreplaceable. The unceasing obstacles are low information which is introduced to the public, low concern of legislators in this sphere, big presure of producers (experiments on animals are still the cheapest way to test their products), the inadequate amount of money for the investigation of alternative methods and a rather small effort of conservative scientific workers to include these methods among those which are usualy applied.
